What is Explore? 
 

Explore in Docs makes researching and writing reports a whole lot easier. Whether you’re writing about the 
French Revaluation or trends in School Lunch purchases, you’ll get instant suggestions based on the 

content in your document. Explore will automatically recommend related topics to learn about, images to 
insert and more content to check out in Docs.  Best of all, Explore will also help cite those sources. 

 
 

How does it work? 
 

 
 

Click on the Explore button in the lower right hand side of the document for the following features: 
 

Access suggested content 

As you type in content in your document, Explore will display a panel with suggested content that can help 
you with the writing of your document. This content includes: 

 
1. Topics - This tab features a number of suggested topics related to the content of your document. To 

access any topic click on its title.

2. Images - The tab provides you with a set of images related to your content which you can add to 
your document. Added images come with a footnote at the bottom of the document. 

 

 
 
 

3. Related Search - In this section you will be able to view research directly related to the topic of your 
document.

Google Drive 

 
Another excellent feature from Explore is the ability for document editors to quickly search their documents. 
They can type a search query in the search bar and choose whether they want to search their Drive or the

Easily Cite Content from Explore Results 
 

One of the best features of Explore is the citation feature.  Students writing research reports can now insert 
citations as footnotes with the click of a button in Explore in Docs on the web. You can even change the
